A fairy tale kingdom ... once upon a time.

SCENE 1: Outside the Palace

(Two Narrators appear in front of the curtain downstage right. They sit on stools or stand behind a podium throughout
the performance.)

NARRATOR 1: Once upon a time, and many years ago ...
NARRATOR 2: ... As all good stories begin ...

NARRATOR 1: ... there was an Emperor who ruled a small but pleasant kingdom.
NARRATOR 2: Very much like your average fairy tale kingdom ...
NARRATOR 1: ... where the people were moderately happy ...
NARRATOR 2: ... and moderately carefree ...

NARRATOR 1: ... and went about their business ....

NARRATOR 2: ... in a reasonable manner.

NARRATOR 1: Moderately.

NARRATOR 2: It was simply your average ...

NARRATOR 1: ... everyday ...

NARRATOR 2: ... run-of-the-mill ...

NARRATOR 1: ... fairy tale kingdom.

(Cast enters from behind the audience or from the stage and sings in front of the curtain.)
