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Below are three bird songs transcribed for guitar. To echo these natural sounds is a
good exercise in ear training. To listen to the actual bird, hear the variations of this
song and yet perceive the essence that stays the same in each, is better still. Some of
the notes in the first bird song have small dots above them; these notes should be
played staccato, or shorter than usual.
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
