Performance Notes

This piece should be sung with rhythmic accuracy, but with a free-flowing feeling.
Notice the slight differences in the various syncopated patterns: m. 6 compared to m.
8, and m. 59 compared to m. 60. The syncopated rhythm exists to deliver the text;
allow the text to speak by using crisp diction.

When the meter changes from 2 to g, keep the eighth note consistent along with the
flowing legato feeling.

This is a piece of hope and excitement, celebrating the adventures that await us in
life, yet reminding us of the comfort we find when we “come home” from life’s
many journeys. Lastly, be intentional in showing the character of the piece as you
perform it.
