It has been my endeavor over the past thirteen years to breathe new life into these
delightful little marches. Fillmore was a master of the march form and his tunes are just
so good. This particular march from the famous Bennett Band Book series is a bit more
difficult than the ones | have done up to this point. It is one that is not as well known as
some of the more famous ones like Activity, Success, or Military Escort; however, it is
a forgotten gem and is great for teaching younger students the march style and form (it
does have the standard modulation to the subdominant at the trio). The march has been
simply edited so that the instrumentation better fits the needs of today’s young bands. The
march has also retained its original keys. | have provided some suggestions for orches-
tration changes at the trio, with indications of optional brass tacet; however, get creative
and change the orchestration to fit your musical tastes. Fillmore liked his marches fast
and fun. | hope you will play it that way!

It has been my pleasure to have the opportunity to write this piece. | hope you and your
students enjoy it and find it useful for your program.
